o Maybe change the wording of the tournament to Annual Golf Tournament – without specifying where the money is 
going 

o We may lose sponsors if we don’t mention Youth Scholarship. 
o Guarantee a certain amount to Youth Scholarship remainder to support Team Canada members 
o Flyers need to be done. A date needs to be firmed up. Beechwood is available for June 2nd or June 30th and they will 

charge $5 more per golfer. Bonnie to follow up with Beechwood, but still look at other courses in the area. 
o Board approved for Bonnie to look at other dates in other courses if June 2nd or June 30th is not available.
